PART 1: GENERAL


1. Name:


1.1  The name of this organization shall be the Asia Pacific Regional
      At-Large Organization.

( hereinafter referred to as “APRALO” )

2.  Definitions:

 3.     Objectives:


3.1 This body is formed with the following objectives :-


                                3.1.1 to provide a forum and promote and encourage Asia/Pacific
                  
Internet users’ participation and involvement in ICANN and other bodies
              
              related to the Internet in an open and transparent manner;

3.1.2  to promote and represent individual Internet users and to provide a forum for outreach, co-                             ordination and exchange of information and knowledge for persons who live in the Asia Pacific region [the region as  defined by ICANN]; [ Asia, the Pacific Islands, Australiasia, Indian continent and the Middle East to Jordan in the west.

3.1.3  to act as an interface between individual Internet users and ICANN and other bodies related to             the Internet and to promote skills development and information exchange related to the Internet amongst  Members;

3.1.4  to elect Members of APRALO to ALAC;

                 3.1.5 APRALO is certified by ICANN and will abide by the by-laws of ICANN regarding    individual  users  participation and involvement.

PART II: MEMBERSHIP 

4.. Membership



4.1  All ALS in the Asia Pacific region may be Members of the APRALO.

4.2  There shall be no limit as to the number of Members of the APRALO.

4.3  There shall be two (2) classes of membership, namely:

                                                   4.3.1 Ordinary Membership

        4.3.2 Associate Membership

4.4  Ordinary Membership shall be open to all Members of certified ALS
       in the Asia Pacific region and a representative duly authorized by that ALS
      will have full voting rights and may stand for election to any position in
      the Council.

4.5  Associate Membership shall be open to all Members of groups
       throughout the Asia Pacific region that deal with Internet users’ and
       non-certified ALS and shall enjoy all privileges of Ordinary Membership
      except that they may not vote or stand for election of any position on the
      Council at any general meetings.

4.6  An application for Membership to APRALO shall be in a form and manner
       prescribed by the Council.

4.7  If the Council rejects any application for Membership to APRALO a full
       reason for the rejection shall be made to the applicant.

4.8  All Members shall be entitled to attend and participate at all General
       Meetings and participate in Committees and be entitled to access information
       via a publicly accessed World Wide Web site maintained by APALRO.

4.9  All Members shall be entitled to participate in APALRO mailing lists
      designated by the Council including but not limited to ICANN functions and
      activities that impact on the Asia Pacific region.

4.10 A Member shall cease to be a Member of APRALO by giving one (1)
        months notice in writing to the Council.



PART 111: THE COUNCIL

5. The Council

[ Please note: when electing a council it is recommended that consideration be given to ethnic and economic diversity in the region].

5.1 The management of the APALRO shall be vested in the Council.

5.2 The Council shall consist of bona-fide Members of an Asia Pacific ALS.



5.3 The Council shall comprise [??? to be further discussed] members, four
      (4) of whom shall be principal office bearers holding the positions of:-

5.3.1 Chairperson - who will act as Chairperson at all General and Council
Meetings and shall represent the APRALO in its dealings with outside
 persons;

5.3.2  Vice Chairperson - who shall deputize for the Chairperson in the latter’s absence and be responsible for policy development and co-ordination of committees.

5.3.3 Secretary - who shall, in association with a Secretariat, be
responsible for maintaining records of meetings, membership records and
correspondence, prepare annual reports and activity reports for ALC and
notify ALAC of any changes in the elected Council members and publicize by
way of electronic communication information about the APRALO in an open and transparent manner.   

5.3.4 Treasurer - who shall be responsible for all matters in connection
 with finances of APRALO, shall maintain APRALO financial records, collect
dues, pay all bills, prepare financial reports as requested by the Council
and submit an audited annual financial report to ALAC and for publication in an open and transparent manner by way of the APRALO website.

5.3.5   The Council and principal office bearers shall serve a term of two years (2)       

                                                   commencing on the date of  the first annual general meeting.   



5.4  The Council shall be elected by a majority vote of Ordinary Members.

5.5  The required quorum for convening a Council Meeting and the
       transaction of the council’s business shall be [????? a number yet to be
       agreed upon].

5.6  The Council shall elect the principal office bearers from amongst
       Council Members at the first Council Meeting held after the respective
       annual general meeting.

5.7  The Council may delegate its powers to any Committee that is
       chaired by a Council Member or some other person the Council deems fit, upon
       such terms and conditions as the Council prescribes.

5.8  If a vacancy occurs on the Council it shall be filled within 60
      days.

5.9  The Council, may at its discretion, appoint a representative of an
         Ordinary Member to fill the office vacated or fill the office vacated by a
         person elected by a majority vote of the Ordinary Members in an
         Extraordinary General Meeting until the next Annual General Meeting.

5.10  The Secretary shall summon a Council Meeting in the event a
         Council Member requests it.

5.11  A Council Member may vote in person or by proxy executed in
         writing in the form and manner prescribed by the Council.


PART 1V: GENERAL MEETINGS

6. General Meetings


6.1  The APRALO shall hold once every year an Annual General Meeting,
       in addition to any other meetings in that calendar year, and not more than
       fifteen (15) months shall elapse between the date of one Annual General
       Meeting and that of the next.

6.2 All General Meetings other than the Annual General Meeting shall
be called Extraordinary General Meetings.

6.3 An Extraordinary General Meeting shall be called by the Council
whenever the Council deems fit or within six (6) weeks after the written
receipt of a written requisition by one tenth (1/10) of Ordinary Members.



6.4  The fiscal year shall be from January 1 to December 31.

6.5  The Annual General Meeting or an Extraordinary General Meeting
shall be held at a venue accessible to all members and shall be called by at
least twenty one ( 21) days notice and shall specify the time, date and
venue of the Meeting and an agenda.

6.6  A quorum at any Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General
Meeting shall be two thirds (2/3) of the Ordinary Members.

6.7  At the Annual General Meeting the Secretary and Treasurer shall
present their Reports.

6.8 The Chairperson shall announce the results of any Council election
that has taken place.

6.9 Decisions of any General Meeting shall be made by a majority of
Ordinary Members present.



7. Voting 

7.1 Every Ordinary Member shall have one (1) vote that must be exercised

      by its Representative or by proxy executed in writing in a manner prescribed

      by the Council.

7.2 Voting maybe carried out using such electronic and or on-line

      means ( including web applications, e mail and/or video conferencing and as

      determined appropriate by the Council.

8. Dissolution

8.1  APRALO may be dissolved by a three quarters (3/4 ) majority vote of
       all Ordinary Members if it is determined the objectives of APRALO have been
       achieved to a satisfactory degree or if it is determined that APTLD will no
       longer be able to function effectively.

8.2   Dissolution will be voted upon at an Extraordinary General Meeting
        provided such notice is given to all Members 90 days before the Meeting is
        held.

8.3   In the case of dissolution any assets of APRALO will be
        transferred to ALC.
