on the World Intellectual Property Organization's (WIPO) Proposed Amendments to the UDRP Implementation Rules
The Internet Committee of the International Trademark Association (INTA) is pleased to provide comment on WIPO's proposed amendments to the UDRP implementation rules.
The Committee supports the WIPO proposal to amend the UDRP implementation rules to provide a uniform eUDRP for all Providers. The Committee believes the proposed amendments will produce a more effective, fair and streamlined UDRP process that will better protect the interests and rights of all parties involved in the proceedings. 

As importantly noted by WIPO, the proposed amendments do not alter the Provider’s obligation to provide written notice of the dispute to the Respondent, or change the Provider’s obligation to provide electronic copies of the complaint to the email contacts in the Whois record of the domain name at issue, or to other email addresses as specified by the Respondent.

The Committee believes the eUDRP process will better serve the interests of the public, including those trademark owners and consumers who are targeted and harmed from abusive gTLD domain name registrations, and domain name registrants who register domains for legitimate purposes.
