	ICANN Board
	The Board receives the relevant papers for items on their agenda, and in the agenda setting process, items are identified as likely to be decided through the consent agenda basis
	Any items that are identified as likely to be decided through the consent agenda basis
	Once the full Board has an opportunity to review all items on the consent agenda – and up through the time of voting on the consent agenda, any member of the Board may request that an item comes off the consent agenda and be placed on the main agenda for broader discussion.
	A single vote is then called for all items remaining on the consent agenda.  Typically, all votes are in favor of the consent agenda.  
	

	Interim Process used by GNSO Council
	
	Items not requiring a motion.
	The Chair or meeting leader calls for any opposition to said item being in the consent agenda. If any opposition is voiced, then that item is dropped from the consent agenda (and can be re-introduced at any time in the main agenda).
	If no opposition is voiced to the item being on the consent agenda, the Chair or meeting leader calls for any opposition to the item itself. If any opposition is voiced, then no action is taken (and the item can be re-introduced at any time in the main agenda).

If no opposition, the consent agenda item is deemed approved by the GNSO Council.
	In particular, [the SCI] may wish to look at items that may require exclusion from the consent agenda (a motion vote is an obvious example), to serve as guideline for the Council Chair and Leadership Team when a GNSO Council meeting agenda is being drafted.

	Proposed Process by J. Scott
	When preparing the meeting agenda, the Council leadership determines whether an item belongs on the consent agenda. A numbered list of consent items is included as part of the meeting agenda. The list and supporting documents are included in the Council agenda in sufficient time to be read by all members prior to the meeting.
	Any items deemed appropriate by the Council Leadership.
	At the beginning of the meeting, the Chair asks members what items they wish to be removed from the consent agenda and discussed individually. If any member requests that an item be removed from the consent agenda, it must be removed. Members may request that an item be removed for any reason. They may wish, for example, to discuss the item, to query the item, or to register a vote against the item.
	When there are no more items to be removed, the Chair reads out the number of the remaining consent items. Then the Chair states: “if there is no objection, these items will be adopted”. After pausing for any objections, the Chair states “As there are no objections, these items are adopted.” It is not necessary to ask for a show of hands.
	When preparing the minutes, the full text of (or links to) the resolutions, reports or recommendations that were adopted as part of the consent agenda are included.
