1. Raising an Issue</Article>
	An issue may be raised for consideration as part of the PDP by any of the following:

a. Board Initiation. The Board may initiate the PDP by instructing the GNSO Council ("Council") to begin the process outlined in this Annex.

b. Council Initiation. The GNSO Council may initiate the PDP by a vote of at least twenty-five percent (25%) of the members of the Council present at any meeting in which a motion to initiate the PDP is made.
c. Advisory Committee Initiation. An Advisory Committee may raise an issue for policy development by action of such committee to commence the PDP, and transmission of that request to the GNSO Council. 
	An issue may be raised for consideration as part of the PDP by any of the following:

a. Board Initiation. The Board initiate the PDP by instructing the GNSO Council ("Council") to begin the process outlined in this Annex.

b. Council Initiation. The GNSO Council may raise an issue by a vote of at least twenty-five percent (25%) of the members of the Council of each house or a majority of one house present at any meeting in which a motion to raise an issue is made.

c. Advisory Committee Initiation. An Advisory Committee may raise an issue for policy development by action of such committee to raise an issue, and transmission of that request to the GNSO Council.


Justification

The voting thresholds have been adjusted to reflect the new voting thresholds approved by the ICANN Board. There was broad agreement that the status quo should be maintained with regard to who should be able to raise an issue and that the language should be clarified so that the term “policy development process” or “PDP” refer to the formal process initiated by the GNSO Council after the completion and delivery of an Issues Report to the GNSO Council. The same changes should be made to the GNSO Rules of Procedure.
