2. Generic Names Supporting Organization (“GNSO”)
There is a policy-development body known as the Generic Names Supporting Organization (GNSO), which is responsible for developing and recommending to the ICANN Board substantive policies relating to generic top-level domains.

Organization
The GNSO shall consist of (i) various Stakeholder Groups representing particular Constituencies, as described in Article X Section 5 and (ii) a GNSO Council responsible for managing the policy development process of the GNSO.
In addition, further bodies could be implemented according to the GNSO tasks.
