Based upon the WG's needs and/or the Chair’s direction, WG participants may not have to have their name explicitly associated with any Consensus view/position.
  However, in those cases where a group member represents the minority viewpoint, their name must be explicitly linked, especially in those cases where polls where taken.

5 Any Working Group member may raise an issue for reconsideration; however, a formal appeal will require that that a single member demonstrates a sufficient amount of support for initiating an appeal before the formal process outlined in Section 3.7 invoked.  In those cases where a single Working Group member is seeking reconsideration, the member will advise the Chair and/or Liaison of their issue and the Chair and/or Liaison will work with the dissenting member to investigate the issue and to determine if there is sufficient support for the reconsideration to initial the appeal process set forth in Section 3.7.
� For example, in the case where the WG reaches Full Consensus or Consensus, there is no explicit requirement that the Chair document all WG members names as associated with the WG’s position.
