OPOC Attributes – WHO
1.   OPOC Capabilities

· Capability for RELAY – technical requirements (24x7 coverage, automatic forwarding for e-mail, capable to handle other media)
· Capability for REVEAL – OPOC has current (verified?) contact information on RNH*


--what if RNH is proxy service – contact information on “true registrant”?

· Capability for REMEDY – OPOC has authorization from RNH to direct registrar 

Definitions:

RELAY:  forward to RNH (and back from RNH to requester)

REVEAL:  provide contact information on RNH to requester


REMEDY:  take action/direct registrar to take action to halt problem 

2.  OPOC  Relationships

· Relationship to RNH -- 
may be same entity





OPOC must agree to status






RNH must authorize OPOC for capabilities

· Relationship to registrar --
may be same entity





Registrar must accept instructions from OPOC

* Legal issues: “any communication that is made for the purpose of alleging a wrongful registration or use of the domain name, wrongful activity by the registrant, or a challenge that the registration is not a valid OPOC registration.  Examples of such wrongful registration, use or activities include phishing, pharming, cybersquatting, copyright and trademark infringement, and other illegal or fraudulent activities.  Such a legal notice should be accompanied by reasonable evidence of the wrongful registration, use or activity.”
