Note:
i. It is not recommended at this time that estimates be requested for studies associated with GAC Data Set 1, but only for collecting the data.

ii. This recommendation is not intended to eliminate further consideration of other proposed studies; the drafting team could consider requesting estimates for other studies in the future.
iii. The team intends for Staff to have reasonable flexibility with regard to how they would fulfill the request for estimates; for example, if it was decided that a hypothesis should be modified, they could come back to Council with a suggestion.
