5.     Impact of WHOIS data protection on crime and abuse

        11 -- this is related to study submission numbers 6 and 13

        1, and 2 are relevant because law enforcement access to WHOIS data is one of the legitimate uses we would like to protect, but there may be other legitimate uses not mentioned by previous proposals

6.     Proxy registrar compliance with law enforcement and dispute

resolution requests

7.     WHOIS data accuracy

The first bullet, 5, and 6 don't fall into the previous identified groupings. These all propose to gather general statistics about domain name registrants and WHOIS users.

3 is also not covered by previous proposals.
