LE COMITÉ NATIONAL OLYMPIQUE ET SPORTIF FRANÇAIS

[French National Olympic and Athletic Committee]

Article 19 of the Law of July 16, 1984

Amended by the Law of July 6, 2000

Art. 19: - I. - The athletic associations, the athletic clubs created by them, the athletic federations and their licensees are represented by the Comité National olympique et sportif français (CNOSF).

The CNOSF bylaws are approved by government administrative order.

II. - The CNOSF monitors compliance with the athletic code of ethics established in its own charter, following recommendations from the national committee for upper-level athletics. It forms agreements with the bodies governing natural areas, in compliance with the regulations applicable to each area, to establish the terms, conditions, and methods for access to these sites for athletic activities in a natural setting that is compatible with the community usage plans for both natural and rural settings and for athletics.

It is exclusively responsible for creating, managing, and directing the French delegation to the Olympic Games and multi-sport competitions run by the International Olympic Committee. Following proposals by the federations involved and recommendations from the national committee for upper-level athletics, it registers athletes and confirms their participation.

The CNOSF conducts group activities either on behalf of the federations or in cooperation with them, in compliance with the prerogatives applicable to each of them under this law. These activities may be organized in cooperation with the State, local communities, or any other public or private partner.

It is involved with the promotion of various sporting activities through corporate audiovisual communication programs.

It may delegate part of its mission to decentralized bodies that it creates in the form of regional and departmental Olympic and athletic committees.

III. - The CNOSF is the owner of the national Olympic emblems and the holder of the registered Olympic slogan, song, and symbol and the terms “Jeux olympiques” [Olympic Games] and “Olympiade” [Olympiad].

Any party registering as a trademark, copying, imitating, affixing, removing, and modifying the emblems, slogan, song, symbol, and terms cited in the previous paragraph without authorization from the CNOSF shall be subject to the penalties specified in Articles L. 716-9 et seq. of the Intellectual Property Code.

V. - Under the terms of an agreement concluded with the State, CNOSF may receive a financial and staffing grant to accomplish its missions.

VI. - The CNOSF may exercise the rights applicable to a party in civil matters with regard to the infractions listed in Parts II, III, and VIII of Section I and in Section II of this law.
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  Art. 19. The athletic federations and athletic associations are represented by the Comité National olympique et sportif français. This committee, in accordance with the missions assigned to it by the International Olympic Committee, creates an athletics code of ethics and monitors compliance with it. Any disputes between licensees, athletic associations, and federations are, upon the request of any party, referred to the Comité national olympique et sportif français for resolution. The Committee is the registrar of the Olympic symbol and is the owner of the national Olympic emblems.

  It conducts activities of mutual interest on behalf of the athletic federations or in cooperation with them.

  It represents athletics within the management committee for the National Fund for Athletics Development created by the Finance Law of 1979, no. 78-1239 of December 29, 1978.

  Under conditions established by administrative order, the Committee is responsible for fair promotion of the various athletic disciplines through radio or television advertising.

  The committee bylaws are approved by government administrative order. The Committee is represented in each region by a Regional Olympic and Athletics Committee and in each department by a Departmental Olympic and Athletics Committee.
