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BACKGROUND

The ideas that were presented to propose the Law were:

1. The Treaty of Nairobi, a very important achievement for the era, today is not sufficient to protect the interests of the Olympic Movement, if one considers the trends of sports marketing today and that the Treaty does not protect mottos or names.

2. Neither does it protect the logos and mascots of the Summer and the Winter Games.

3. The Regional Games were not protected.

4.  Legislation from France, Spain, the United States, Puerto Rico, Canada, and Australia were all considered in drafting this Law, as well as the recommendations of the IOC Legal Committee.

5. It was considered best not to include the protection under a Sports Law (such as in France, Spain, Brazil, Ecuador, etc.) due to the difficulties that cause legislation on sports as a whole, and the risks of change that such laws often cause, when they are general.

BRIEF ANALYSIS OF NEW LAW 24,664

1) Article 1 protects the emblem of the IOC according to the definition of the Olympic Charter and the Treaty of Nairobi, clarifying that legislators unfortunately chose the word “emblem” instead of “symbol,” however, the protection remains broad in nature.
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2) Article 2 extends recognition of the words OLYMPIC GAMES, OLYMPICS, OLYMPIC, to the motto “CITIUS, ALTIUS, FORTIUS” and to “any other that unequivocally induces the activity carried out by the IOC.” It further extends to “the Olympic torch and to the words, logos, and mascots that identify each Olympic Game, summer or winter.”

3) Article 3 recognizes the AOC as owner of the emblems.

4) Article 4 acknowledges the ownership of the words PAN-AMERICAN GAMES, SOUTH AMERICAN GAMES, NATIONAL GAMES, ODEPA, ODESUR in the same form as Article 2 and this also extends to the words, logos and, mascots of the respective Games. The Argentine Olympic Committee participates in these Regional, Continental, and Sub-continental Games, as well as integrating the organizations mentioned, all protected by the Law in this article.

      5) All the protected brands and names have the following privileges:

                  a)  They are considered registered by action of law, with no requirement                

      for formalities and processing (Art. 5). Logically the new brand names, logos,  

      mascots, and designations shall be registered.

                   b) The OAC is recognized by law as the representative of the IOC,  

      ODEPA, ODESUR, and COJO (Article 7).

                   c) The AOC is released from paying administrative quotas for   

      registration, as well as for oppositions (Article 6). The payment of fees to   

      brand agents and/or professionals intervening remains.

      8) Law 22,362, cited in Articles 1, 2, 3, 4, and 7, is the General Brand Name 

      and Designations Act, and regulates all brand name and designation rights of all  

      kinds of products and services, their registration, protection, and oppositions. It 

      is analogous with the law existing in all countries.
