This statement on the issue noted above is submitted on behalf of the gTLD Registries Stakeholder Group (RySG).  The statement that follows represents a consensus position of the RySG as further detailed at the end of the document. The RySG statement was arrived at through a combination of RySG email list discussion and RySG meetings (including teleconference meetings).

The RySG supports the proposal made by GNSO Council on Jun 11th, 2010, to send a letter to Kurt Pritz, Senior Vice President, Services, copy to the ICANN Board, recommending that the Draft Applicant Guidebook version 4 section on “Outcomes of the String Similarity Review” be amended to allow applicants to request an Extended Review under applicable terms similar to those provided for other issues such as “DNS Stability: String Review Procedure”. The RySG further supports and recommends that a section be added on “String Similarity – Extended Review” that parallels other such sections in Module 2.
The proposal is consistent with previous comments of the RySG on DAG3 sent on Nov. 21st, 2009:

….In DAG2 we recommended: “When performing the string confusion review against existing TLDs, an appropriate exception should be allowed in cases where the applicant is applying for an IDN version of its existing gTLD name.” We are disappointed to note that our recommendation, which seemed simple and non-controversial, was ignored. We again make this request.

� Per the RySG Articles of Operation, Article III, Membership, ¶ 6: Members shall be classified as “Active” or “Inactive”. A member shall be classified as “Active” unless it is classified as “Inactive” pursuant to the provisions of this paragraph. Members become Inactive by failing to participate in a RySG meeting or voting process for a total of three consecutive meetings or voting processes or both. An Inactive member shall have all rights and duties of membership other than being counted as present or absent in the determination of a quorum. An Inactive member may resume Active status at any time by participating in a RySG meeting or by voting.
