TWNIC strongly supports the proposed Implementation Plan for Synchronized IDN ccTLDs . We are appreciated that ICANN takes the equivalent strings into account. We believe the implementation of synchronized IDN ccTLDs meets the local communities’ needs. We, furthermore, would appreciate that the plan will be finalized and announced in a very timely manner. Kindly find below our comments. 
As the proposed Implementation Plan for Synchronized IDN ccTLDs (the Plan) states that there is more than one official language or script existing within a corresponding country or territory, in which the specific language community requests the multiple strings are considered equivalent and expects the strings will be resolved to the same address.   
The Plan takes the specific language community’s concerns into consideration. As we have known, certain language communities are used to their language system in which people communicate each other by using the scripts everyday. The Chinese language system, for example, consisting of Traditional and Simplified characters has been used for thousand years. 
The two strings “台灣” and “台湾” requested by TWNIC can be examples to show how Chinese language users consider them as equivalent. Below is a biggest petroleum corporation in Taiwan called Chinese Petroleum Corp.
