Redemption Grace Period Issues
Issue:   

Registrants have been subjected to onerous RGP pricing owing to ICANN’s failure to introduce competition into the Redemption Grace Period cycle.  They need protection from this ongoing abuse.
Background:

From the “ICANN Bucharest Meeting Topic: Redemption Grace Periods for Deleted Names (Technical Steering Group's Implementation Proposal)”:

The Technical Steering Group determined that it would not be practical to implement inter-registrar transfers of deleted names in Stage 1.  Instead, it is proposed that six months after this Redemption Grace Period Proposal is adopted, ICANN's President should re-convene this (or a similar) Technical Steering Group to review the implementation of the Redemption Grace Period, to suggest possible improvements to the Redemption Grace Period, and to develop a specification for Stage 2 of the implementation of the Redemption Grace Period, which will enable registrants to choose the “restoring” registrar.'

Statement of Problem:   

ICANN's President has failed to re-convene the Technical Steering to develop a Stage 2 specification.  As a result of this ongoing lack of competition for RGP services, registrants continue to pay needlessly exorbitant amounts for services that only cost the registrars US$40… for example
