Registrar Officer or Director Malfeasance
Issue: 

Termination of the RAA by ICANN can occur in response to malfeasance on the part of Registrar directors and/or officers; however public scrutiny can’t reasonably come into play if ICANN fails to list the names of such officers and directors.
Background:  

In San Juan, the ICANN Board put forward the following resolution:  “the Board directs staff to solicit and consider the input of the Internet community, including the At-Large community and the GNSO constituencies, regarding proposed changes to the RAA, registrar accreditation process, and related policies.”  This issue concerns “related policies”.
The RAA stipulates:  5.3 Termination of Agreement by ICANN. This Agreement may be terminated before its expiration by ICANN in any of the following circumstances:  

5.3.3 Any officer or director of Registrar is convicted of a felony or of a misdemeanor related to financial activities, or is judged by a court to have committed fraud or breach of fiduciary duty, or is the subject of a judicial determination that ICANN deems as the substantive equivalent of any of these; provided, such officer or director is not removed in such circumstances.

Statement of Problem:    

Although ICANN has put up a webpage offering “Descriptions and Contact Information for ICANN-Accredited Registrars” 
 this page does not list registrar officers or directors (nor does it provide physical addresses for these registrars).  The lack of this information effectively prohibits members of the public from assisting ICANN in the process of monitoring registrar officer and director behaviors that can potentially impact the registrant community.
Potential Outcomes:

· ICANN chooses to display the names of registrar officers and directors
� …and there have been earlier cases in which judicial determinations were put forth, for example, in order to fulfill a judgment against registrar Dodora in Cause No. CC-03-3182-E in County Court at Law Number Five, Dallas County, Texas, USA, the Court appointed a Court Receiver.
